ABOUT THE CITY OF EL MONTE EMERGENCY UTILITY ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

The City of El Monte Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Emergency Utility Assistance Program assists low-
and moderate-income households in the El Monte city limits that are struggling to pay their utility bills. Payments are
intended to prevent the cutoff of utility services or provide emergency payments for essential short-term utility-related
need. All payments will be made directly to the utility or service provider.

The per household maximum subside limit is three months (90 days) or up to $1,200. 00 (whichever is greater) of utility
assistance for payments in arrears and to prevent the shutoff of utility services.

Please review all requirements below before submitting your grant application.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
Applicants must be of very-low income (50% AMI) and reside within the El Monte city limits and provide the following
documentation to be considered for assistance:

[0 All other sources of income for all household members for the past two (2) months, including but not limited to
Social Security/SSI benefits, Unemployment checks/statements, retirement/pensions, and public assistance.

[0 Any and all bank statements for all household members for the past two (2) months, including checking
accounts, savings account, etc.
